This is to inform you that the following changes in the methodology of TSA have been approved by the National 

Council in its meeting: 

TSA shall be treated as pre-course study before the HWB Course. 
The notebook is to be submitted at the time of registration in the HWB Training Camp. 

Evaluation will be conducted during the course.  

While applying for HWB, the Training Assignment completion certificate issued by the DTC (G) must be attached to 

the application. 
A set of training studies and assignments is attached herewith. The same may kindly be issued by the State Training 

Commissioner (Guide) to the concerned Guiders, with an intimation to the District Training Commissioner (Guide). 

[Refer SOT (Guide Wing) Chapter II, 6(b) (iv)] for reference. 
IMPORTANT INSTRUCTIONS: 

The training study (now pre-course study) must be submitted at the time of registration for the HWB course. 

The training assignment must be completed beforehand, and a certificate from DTC (G) must be submitted along with 
the application for the HWB Course. 

A copy of the Pre-Course Study must be submitted at the time of registration for the HWB Course. 

Those who have already completed TSA and whose state association has intimated NTC may apply for HWB with the 

existing certificate. 
Those who have been issued the old TSA but have not submitted it must complete the same by 5th June 2026. 

No certificate will be issued after 5th June 2026 based on the old TSA, and NTC will not accept any intimation 

thereafter. 
Please feel free to contact the undersigned for any clarification. We solicit your support and cooperation in 

implementing this at the grassroots level.
